	  The lack of transportation has 
become a major problem for thou-
sands of cancer patients, especially 
those who live in rural areas and 
have to travel long distances to 
treatment facilities. Many patients 
need daily or weekly treatment, 
often over the course of several 
months and they don’t have a car 
or are simply too ill to drive. 
	 The American Cancer Society’s 
Road to Recovery program pro-
vides free transportation for cancer 
patients to and from these life-sav-
ing appointments.
